Energy Independence & Security Act

What is EISA?

The Energy Independence and Security Act of 2007 signed December 19, 2007

Updates the Energy Policy and Conservation Act

Requires all new metal halide luminaires, installed in the US after January 1, 2009, to contain ballasts
meeting minimum efficiency requirements

Metal halide regulations take effect January 1, 2009 (Section 324)

Previously installed and replacement ballasts are not affected (see official legislation for all exemptions)
Virtually eliminates probe start fixture production

Pulse Start Benefits

More lumens per watt compared to probe start fixtures

Higher-grade components increase ballast efficiency

Improved lumen maintenance increases mounting distances, requiring less fixtures
Longer lamp life

Colder starting temperatures

Reduced warm-up and lamp restrike times

Enable lower wattage systems without sacrificing light levels
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How does this affect me?

% We recommend specifying EISA compliant ballasts to ensure no complications during the transition.

% Compliant ballasts and fixture packaging must be marked with the circled "E" label, shown here.

% We recommend reviewing all open metal halide orders to ensure their compliancy or they are @
scheduled to ship prior to January 1, 2009. Contact agent services for assistance.
