FIXTURE INSTALLATION
 
1.  Remove Lamp Cartridge following instruction sheet #IS55167X.  Remove the End Caps from the Fixture Housing 
by unscrewing the Flat Head Screws.  Next, loosen all Set Screws in the Back Plate  to remove Fixture Housing.
 
2.  Fixture must use Auxiliary Mounting Screws (by others).  Drill holes into Back Plate per AUXILIARY MOUNTING 
detail shown below.  Use drill guide grooves and align holes with structural blocking and/or anchors in wall.
 
3.  Apply a large bead of Caulk (RTV) around switch box.  Bead should be tall enough to completely seal between 
Back Plate and wall.  While Caulk is still wet, mount Back Plate over Switch Box using the Switch Box Screws (by 
others.)  Next, attach the Auxiliary Mounting Screws (by others.)   If needed, shim between Back Plate and wall to 
keep Back Plate straight.  Securely tighten all mounting screws.  Apply Caulk (RTV) over the Auxiliary Mounting 
Screws to prevent water from entering Fixture.
 
4.  Hold Fixture Housing near Back Plate and make all necessary wire connections per local code.  Neatly tuck all 
wires into Fixture Housing and then slide Fixture Housing over Back Plate.  Be carefull not to pinch any wires.  Use 
the Set Screws to secure Fixture Housing to Back Plate.  Tighten all Set Screws to compress gaskets.  Attach both 
End Caps to the Fixture Housing using the Flat Head Screws.
 
5.  Install Lamp Cartridge per instruction sheet #IS55167X.  Test Fixture for proper operation.
